The article focuses on the study of the topic of administrative—territorial structure of the ulus of Jochi
(Golden Horde). This topic has been repeatedly discussed in the scientific literature, but due to the lack of
sources, it is still far from complete. Most researchers do not doubt the division of the Golden Horde state
into a number of large administrative units — uluses (Sarai, Khorezm, Crimea, Bulgarians, etc.). At the same
time, the division of the territory of uluses into smaller administrative units is still a little consecrated issue.
Considering the case of written sources on the Golden Horde, in General, and the territory of the capital of
the Barn, in particular, we conclude that the large Uluses were divided into a number of administrative and
territorial components. In this case, we propose to consider the structure of the domain of the Khan of the ulus
of the Barn, with an explanation of the boundaries and functional values of the elements in this structure. In
our opinion, the Golden Horde state (ulus Juchi) was divided into a number of large ulus, which, in turn, were
divided into regions, some regions could be divided into districts.
