BELT SETS FROM THE 9™-11"" CENTURY BURIAL GROUNDS ON
THE VETLUGA-VYATKA INTERFLUVE

The article considers the materials from 6 cemeteries on the Vetluga-Vyatka interfluve with belts or
their fragments discovered in 44.5-87.5% of the burial complexes (burials and sacrificial complexes between
the graves). The author established a tendency towards a reduction in the number of belts, especially of the
composite type, at sites dating back to the period after the turn of the 12th century. In the systematization of
the material the author focused not on the individual categories of adornments, but rather on the features of
the complete set of findings, if possible, considering the way that the belt was worn. As a result, a total of 52
belt sets were identified, which were classified into 4 primary types. Articles with the following attributes were
treated as analogues: precise similarity of the shape, repetition of the ornament in details, place of the item
within the set. If one of the three attributes was missing, the articles were not treated as analogues. Wide analo-
gies in the antiquities of Mordva, Perm Cis-Urals and Magyar monuments allowed to reveal the features of belt
sets for the 9”-11" century burial grounds on the Vetluga-Vyatka interfluve.
